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Sickness and Absence

Our pre-school policy requests children who have had diarrhea and sickness to remain at home for 48 hours from the last bout of illness. Also, whilst we appreciate children often have coughs and colds please do not send them in if you have had to give them medicine to get through the session. If you need to administer Calpol we believe your child will be more comfortable at home with you than at pre-school. This is VERY important as we have a child with additional health needs who is vulnerable to infection. If you need any guidance about stopping the spread of infection please do not hesitate to telephone the office.
If your child is going to be absent please can you telephone or text to let us know. Many thanks.
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Lunch Club

Children’s lunch must be in a named container and ideally should include some starchy food, i.e: a sandwich; fruit or vegetables and dairy food. Crisps, cakes and biscuits should be limited. No sweets or chocolate please. Fledgelings will provide drinks so there is no need to send one in with your child. Whilst the children are supported by staff at all times, we have a child with a NUT allergy so please can you ensure that NO food in your child’s lunch box contains nuts or nut traces. Thank you.

Collection of children 
Children who finish pre-school at 12 noon or 1 pm will need to be collected from the Rainbow room (Monday –Thursday).
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Late collection

Occasionally, parents are unexpectedly delayed in collecting their child and it is important to telephone the office as soon as possible so we can ensure your child is safely cared for until you arrive. However, it is our policy to charge a late payment if it becomes a regular occurrence to cover the cost of staff having to stay on.
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Clothing and footwear
 All children should be wearing soft shoes WITHOUT laces unless there is a medical reason for different footwear. This is a policy to keep your child safe from injury when they are using the equipment and playing with their peers. Every child should also have a full change of clothes in a bag on their peg. Children need to bring suitable clothing for the time of year, which can be unpredictable! If the sun is out the children will need their own hats to wear in the garden (named please) and to have sun screen applied before they attend. 
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Mobile Phone Policy
In order to safeguard all the children in our care we ask that parents refrain from using their mobile phones in the setting. Thank you.

Social Media

All children’s learning journeys are shared with their parents to celebrate their achievements- we ask that you respect the privacy of other families by not sharing photographs or comments on social media.  
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Accidents/ Injuries

If your child has an accident at pre-school we will administer first aid and record the circumstances on an accident form for you to sign at the end of the session. If your child has an injury to their head a member of staff will contact you to discuss what should follow as concussion can occur at a later time. If your child is to be collected by an alternative carer the form will be copied for you.

It is important to tell us if your child has an existing injury so we are aware of any grazes or bruises that have resulted from an accident outside of pre-school.  We are aware that young children explore and take risks which does result in the usual bumps and knocks but if we are concerned Mrs. Smith will speak to you to establish the circumstances.
